INTRODUCTION

“Lord, teach us how to pray” (John 1:16). With these words the apostles asked Jesus to teach
them how to speak to his Father as Jesus did. Jesus’ reply was the Our Father. The fundamental attitude
of prayer is childlike trust in a Father who loves us as his very dear children. Prayer is not “technique,”
nor is it a “posture”; prayer is an act of love from a child to his or her heavenly Father.

Just as our spirit is housed in a body, our acts of love are “housed” in the words of prayer. The
Our Father, the foundation of all vocal prayer, is first an act of love; the words are its vehicle. All words of
Christian prayer are effective only insofar as they “house” the love of our heart.

And the human heart expresses its love in various ways—adoration, love, thanksgiving, and
petition (asking)—in order to receive love in return. We remember this by the word A.L.T.A.R. —Adore,
Love, Thank, Ask, Receive. The words of our prayers take on the various shapes of our desires.
Therefore, there are many types of prayers, but all of them must express the fundamental act of love:
humble trust of a child to his or her heavenly Father.

The Church, through her saints, has handed on many, many prayers to capture the various
desires and movements of the heart. Some of these prayers are so fundamental that the Church has
proclaimed some of them to be “exemplars” of prayer. These prayers are found in the Handbook of
Indulgences. Indulgences are the various actions and prayers that the Church highlights as basic,
constitutive elements of a life of prayer. Indulgences are “grace upon grace” (John 1:16) such that one
who patterns his life on indulgences thereby patterns his life on the model of the saints.

The primary purpose of this book is to be an education on the words of prayer. It presents all of
the indulgenced verbal prayers in a one-week cycle, broken up according to days. The days are dedicated
to various Christian mysteries. A person who flips through this book will see many different forms, and
words, of prayer.

It is my hope that you find inspiration in this book to find a new rhythm of prayer, learn the basic
foundations of prayers, and find new ways to direct your heart to the Lord in the act of love. If we do
these things, then we will have learned from the Lord “how to pray.”

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THE PURPOSE OF THIS DOCUMENT

The purpose of this document is to turn the Manual of Indulgences into a day-to-day rhythm of
prayer and spiritual discipline. All indulgences found in the Manual that are verbal prayers (except the
Prayers of the Eastern Church) are organized into a one-week cycle.

A complete explanation of the norms of indulgences can be found in the Manual of Indulgences.

All indulgences in this document are numbered according to the Manual of Indulgences, either
by page number (p. #) or paragraph number (#). Any prayers not designated by a page number (p. #) or a
paragraph number (#) are not indulgenced prayers. Some are taken from popular piety; others are taken
from the Roman Missal.

Other prayers and sacramental rituals are added to this document because they are used in the
devotional and sacramental life of St. Francis of Assisi parishioners.
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ROSARY (17.1)

A plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful who devoutly recite the Marian Rosary in a church or oratory, or in a family, a
religious community, or an association of the faithful, and in general when several of the faithful gather for some honest purpose;
or devoutly join in the recitation of the Rosary while it is being recited by the Supreme Pontiff and broadcast live by radio or
television. In other circumstances, the indulgence will be partial.

Let us say this Rosary for the intentions of the Holy Father, the Holy Souls in Purgatory, Conversion of
Poor Sinners, Peace in the World and our own intentions.

O most sorrowful Mother Mary, / meditating on the Mystery of the Crowing of Our Lord with Thorns, / when
the soldiers bound about your Son’s head a crown of sharp thorns, / showered blows upon Him to drive the
thorns deeply into His head, / and in mock adoration knelt before Him crying, “Hail, King of the Jews.”

THE FOURTH SORROWFUL MYSTERY, CARRYING OF THE CROSS (PATIENCE)

The use of a crucifix is strongly
encouraged.

The dismissal formula at Night Prayer should call to mind this indulgence.

Gethsemane, and he said to his disciples, “Sit
here while | go over there and pray.” He took
along Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, and
began to feel sorrow and distress. Then he said
to them, “My soul is sorrowful even to death.
Remain here and keep watch with me.” He
advanced a little and fell prostrate in prayer,
saying, “My Father, if it is possible, let this cup
pass from me; yet, not as | will, but as you will.”
When he returned to his disciples he found
them asleep. He said to Peter, “So you could not
keep watch with me for one hour? Watch and
pray that you may not undergo the test. The
spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.” (Matthew

said, “Rabbi.” And he kissed him. At this they
laid hands on him and arrested him. (Mark

“Are you then the Son of God?” He replied to
them, “You say that | am.” Then they said,
“What further need have we for testimony? We
have heard it from his own mouth.” (Luke
22:66-71)

As he went
out to the gate, another girl saw him and said to
those who were there, “This man was with Jesus
the Nazorean.” Again, he denied it with an oath,
“I do not know the man!” A little later the
bystanders came over and said to Peter, “Surely
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you too are one of them; even your speech gives
you away.” At that he began to curse and to
swear, “I do not know the man.” And
immediately a cock crowed. Then Peter
remembered the word that Jesus had spoken:
“Before the cock crows you will deny me three
times.” He went out and began to weep bitterly.
(Matthew 26:69-75)

FIFTH STATION: JESUS IS JUDGED BY
PILATE

They bound Jesus, led him away, and handed
him over to Pilate. Pilate questioned him, “Are
you the king of the Jews?” He said to him in
reply, “You say so.” The chief priests accused
him of many things. Again, Pilate questioned
him, “Have you no answer? See how many
things they accuse you of.” Jesus gave him no
further answer, so that Pilate was amazed ....
Pilate, wishing to satisfy the crowd, released
Barrabas [and] handed [Jesus] over to be
crucified. (Mark 15:1-5, 15)

[Jesus] they cried out, “Crucify him, crucify him!”
Pilate said to them, “Take him yourselves and
crucify him. I find no guilt in him.” ... They cried
out, “Take him away, take him away! Crucify
him!” Pilate said to them, “Shall | crucify your
king?” The chief priests answered, “We have no
king but Caesar.” Then he handed him over to
them to be crucified. So, they took Jesus, and
carrying the cross himself he went out to what is
called the Place of the Skull, in Hebrew,
Golgotha. (John 19:6, 15-17)

Jesus Christ who will come on the last day to judge the living and the dead. All: Amen.

Priest: Let us pray. Aimighty God, the boundless Source of all good things, we humbly ask that, through
the intercession of St. Benedict, Thou pourest out Thy blessings + upon these medals. May those who
use them devoutly and earnestly strive to perform goods works be blessed by Thee with health of soul
and body, the grace of a holy death, and remission of temporal punishment due to sin. May they also,
with the help of Thy merciful love, resist the temptations of the evil one and strive to exercise true charity
and justice toward all, so that one day they may appear sinless and holy in Thy sight. This we ask through
Christ our Lord. All: Amen.

The medals are then sprinkled with holy water.
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HOUSE BLESSING FOR ST. FRANCIS PARISHIONERS

This blessing is provided to the parishioners of St. Francis to be used in their homes. The leader is either a priest or the head of the
household. Other members of the house may serve as the reader. If a priest is present, the Blessing of Salt, Water and Incense is
added before the Gospel. If a priest is unable to be at the blessing, parishioners can obtain salt, water and incense, blessed in the
words found below, from the parish office. The head of the house should light a coal at the beginning of the prayer service.

INTRODUCTION

Leader: In the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit. All: Amen.

Leader: When Christ took flesh through the Blessed Virgin Mary, he made his home with us. Let us now
pray that he will enter this home and bless it with his presence. May he always be here with you, share in
your joys, and comfort you in your sorrows. Inspired by his teachings and example, seek to make your
new home before all else a dwelling place of love, diffusing far and wide the goodness of Christ.

BLESSING OF SALT

If a priest is present, the salt, water and incense are blessed at this time. The blessing of holy objects itself can only be performed by
the priest. However, a lay leader may choose to read out loud the blessings of salt, water and incense for the edification and
education of all present at the ceremony. In this case, blessed salt, water and incense can be obtained from the parish office.

Priest: Our help is in the name of the Lord.
All: Who made heaven and earth.

Priest: God’s creature, salt, | cast out the demon from you by the living + God, by the true + God, by the
holy + God, by God who ordered you to be thrown into the water-spring by Eliseus to heal it of its
barrenness. May you be a purified salt, a means of health for those who believe, a medicine for body and
soul for all who make use of you. May all evil fancies of the foul fiend, his malice and cunning, be driven
afar from the place where you are sprinkled. And let every unclean spirit be repulsed by Him who is coming
to judge both the living and the dead and the world by fire. All: Amen.

Priest: Let us pray, Aimighty everlasting God, we humbly appeal to your mercy and goodness to
graciously bless + this creature, salt, which you have given for mankind's use. May all who use it find in it
a remedy for body and mind. And may everything that it touches or sprinkles be freed from uncleanness
and any influence of the evil spirit; through Christ our Lord. All: Amen.

BLESSING OF WATER

Priest: God's creature, water, | cast out the demon from you in the name of God + the Father almighty, in
the name of Jesus + Christ, His Son, our Lord, and in the power of the Holy + Spirit. May you be a purified
water, empowered to drive afar all power of the enemy, in fact, to root out and banish the enemy himself,
along with his fallen angels. We ask this through the power of our Lord Jesus Christ, who is coming to
judge both the living and the dead and the world by fire. All: Amen.

Priest: Let us pray. O God, who for man's welfare established the most wonderful mysteries in the
substance of water, hearken to our prayer, and pour forth your blessing + on this element now being
prepared with various purifying rites. May this creature of yours, when used in your mysteries and
endowed with your grace, serve to cast out demons and to banish disease. May everything that this
water sprinkles in the homes and gatherings of the faithful be delivered from all that is unclean and
hurtful; let no breath of contagion hover there, no taint of corruption; let all the wiles of the lurking
enemy come to nothing. By the sprinkling of this water may everything opposed to the safety and peace
of the occupants of these homes be banished, so that in calling on your holy name they may know the
well-being they desire, and be protected from every peril; through Christ our Lord.

Now the priest pours the salt into the water in the form of a cross, saying:
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May this salt and water be mixed together; in the name of the Father, and of the Son, + and of the Holy
Spirit. All: Amen.

Priest: Let us pray. God, source of irresistible might and king of an invincible realm, the ever-glorious
conqueror; who restrain the force of the adversary, silencing the uproar of his rage, and valiantly
subduing his wickedness; in awe and humility we beg you, Lord, to regard with favor this creature thing
of salt and water, to let the light of your kindness shine upon it, and to hallow it with the dew of your
mercy; so that wherever it is sprinkled and your holy name is invoked, every assault of the unclean spirit
may be baffled, and all dread of the serpent's venom be cast out. To us who entreat your mercy grant
that the Holy Spirit may be with us wherever we may be; through Christ our Lord. All: Amen.

BLESSING OF INCENSE

Priest: Let us pray. Accept, holy Father, from me, your unworthy servant, these gifts which | humbly offer
to the honor of your holy name and in recognition of your peerless majesty, as you once accepted the
sacrifice of the just Abel and the same kind of gifts from the three Magi.

God's creature incense | cast out the demon from you by the Father + almighty, by Jesus + Christ, His
only-begotten Son, and by the Holy + Spirit, the Advocate, so that you may be freed from all deceit, evil,
and cunning of the devil, and become a saving remedy to mankind against the snares of the enemy. May
those who use you, with confidence in the divine power, in their lodgings, homes, or on their persons, be
delivered from all perils to body and soul, and enjoy all good things. We ask this through the power and
merits of our Lord and Savior, the intercession of the blessed Virgin Mary, Mother of God, and of all the
saints.

All: Amen.

Priest: God, the invisible and endless One, in the holy and awesome name of your Son, be pleased to
endow with your blessing + and power this creature of incense. Protect those who will have it in their
possession from every kind of iliness, injury, and danger, anything that would interfere with the well-
being of body and soul, and so be enabled to serve you joyously and confidently in your Church; you who
live and reign in perfect Trinity, God, forever and ever.

And may the blessing of almighty God, Father, + Son, and Holy + Spirit, come upon this creature of
incense, and remain always.

GOSPEL
Incense is placed on the lit coal for the remainder of the ceremony.
Leader: Listen to the words of the holy Gospel according to Luke.

Reader: The Lord said to the seventy-two: “Into whatever house you enter, first say, ‘Peace to this
household.’ If a peaceful person lives there, your peace will rest on him; but if not, it will return to you.
Stay in the same house and eat and drink what is offered to you, for the laborer deserves his payment.
Do not move about from one house to another. Whatever town you enter and they welcome you, eat
what is set before you, cure the sick in it, and say to them, ‘The kingdom of God is at hand for you.””
(Luke 10:5-9)

Reader: Lord Jesus Christ, by your life with Mary and Joseph you sanctified the life of the home; dwell
with us in our home, so that we may have you as our guest and honor you as our Head. For this we pray:
All: Stay with us, Lord.

Reader: In you every dwelling grows into a holy temple; grant that those who live in this house may be
built up together into the dwelling place of God in the Holy Spirit. For this we pray:
All: Stay with us, Lord.

Reader: You taught your followers to build their houses upon solid rock; grant that the members of this
family may hold fast to your teachings and, free of all discord, serve you with their whole heart. For this we

pray:
All: Stay with us, Lord.

Reader: You had no place to lay your head, but in uncomplaining poverty you accepted the hospitality of
your friends; grant that through our help people who are homeless may obtain decent housing. For this
we pray:

All: Stay with us, Lord.

A CHILD’S PRAYER TO MARY

Leader: Let us now ask the Blessed Virgin Mary to bless and protect our home:

All: Mary, Mother whom we bless, full of grace and tenderness, protect us (me) from the devil's power,
and assist us (me) in our (my) dying hour.
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PRAYER FOR ANGELIC PROTECTION

Leader: Let us also ask the Lord to protect our house from all evil through the help of our guardian
angels:

All: Visit, we beg you, O Lord, this dwelling, / and drive from it all snares of the enemy: / let your holy
Angels dwell herein, to keep us in peace; / and let your blessing be always upon us. / Through Christ our
Lord.

PRAYER OF ST. FRANCIS

Leader: Let us also ask St. Francis, our patron, to make our home a true place of peace and harmony:

All: Lord, make me an instrument of your peace. / Where there is hatred, let me sow love. / Where there
is injury, pardon. / Where there is doubt, faith. / Where there | despair, hope. / Where there is darkness,
light. / Where there is sadness, joy. / O Divine Master, grant that | may not so much seek / to be
consoled as to console, / to be understood as to understand, / to be loved as to love, / for it is in giving
that we receive, / it is in pardoning that we are pardoned, / and it is in dying that we are born to eternal
life.

PRAYER OF BLESSING

Leader: Finally, let us ask God for his divine blessing upon our house and all who live here:

Lord, be close to your servants / who move into this home (today) / and ask for your blessing. / Be their
shelter when they are at home, / their companion when they are away, / and their welcome guest when
they return. / And at last receive them / into the dwelling place you have prepared for them / in your
Father's house, / where you live for ever and ever. All: Amen.

BLESSING OF THE HOUSE

All rooms of the home are sprinkled with the holy water mixed with salt. Incense is also carried from room to room.
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RITE OF BAPTISMX

RITE OF RECEIVING THE CHILD(REN)
At the door of the church, or where the parents and godparents are gathered with the child.

Celebrant: Dear parents and godparents: Your family has (families have) experienced great joy at the
birth of your child(ren), and the Church shares your happiness. Today, this joy has brought you to the
Church to give thanks to God for the gift of your child(ren) and to celebrate a new birth in the waters of
Baptism. This community rejoices with you, for today the number of those baptized in Christ will be
increased, and we offer you our support in raising your child(ren) in the practice of the faith. Therefore,
brothers and sisters, let us now prepare ourselves to participate in this celebration, listening to God’s
Word, praying for this child (these children), and his (her) family (their families), and renewing our
commitment to the Lord and to his people.

Celebrant: What name do you give your child(ren)?
Parents: N.

Celebrant: What do you ask of God's Church for N. (them)?
Parents: Baptism.

Celebrant: Parents, in asking for Baptism for your child(ren), you are undertaking the responsibility
of raising him (her, them) in the faith so that, keeping God’s commandments, he (she, them) may
love the Lord and his (her, their) neighbor as Christ taught us. Do you understand this
responsibility?

Parents: We do.

Celebrant: And you, the godparents, are you ready to help the parents of this child (these children)
in their duty?

Godparents: We are.

Celebrant: N. (Dear children), the Church of God receives you with great joy. In her name | sign you
with the Sign of the Cross of Christ our Savior; then, after me, your parents (and godparents) will do
the same.

Almighty ever-living God, who sent your Son into the world to drive out from us the power of Satan, the
spirit of evil, and to bring the human race, rescued from darkness, into the marvelous kingdom of your
light: We humbly beseech you, free this child (these children) from Original Sin, to make him (her, them)
the temple (temples) of your glory, and to grant that your Holy Spirit may dwell in him (her, them).
Through Christ our Lord. All: Amen.

Celebrant: May the strength of Christ the Savior protect you. As a sign of this we anoint you with the oil of
salvation in the name of Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns forever and ever. All: Amen.

CELEBRATION OF BAPTISM

Celebrant: Let us pray, dear brothers and sisters, that the Lord God Almighty may bestow new life on this
child (these children) by water and the Holy Spirit.

BLESSING OF WATER AND INVOCATION OF GOD OVER THE WATER

O God, who by invisible power accomplish a wondrous effect through sacramental signs, and who in
many ways have prepared water, your creation, to show forth the grace of Baptism;

O God, whose Spirit, in the first moments of the world’s creation, hovered over the waters, so that
the very substance of water would even then take to itself the power to sanctify;

0O God, who by the outpouring of the flood foreshadowed regeneration, so that from the mystery of
one and the same element of water would come an end to vice and a beginning of virtue;
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O God, who caused the children of Abraham to pass dry-shod through the Red Sea, so that the
chosen people, set free from slavery to Pharaoh, would prefigure the people of the baptized;

O God, whose Son, baptized by John in the waters of the Jordan, was anointed with the Holy Spirit,
and as he hung upon the Cross, gave forth water from his side along with blood, and after the
Resurrection, commanded his disciples: “Go forth, teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of
the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,” look now, we pray, upon the face of your Church
and graciously unseal for her the fountain of Baptism.

May this water receive by the Holy Spirit the grace of your Only Begotten Son, so that human nature,
created in your image and washed clean through the Sacrament of Baptism from all the squalor of
old, may be found worthy to rise to the life of newborn children through water and the Holy Spirit.

The celebrant touches the water with his right hand and continues:

May the power of the Holy Spirit, O Lord, we pray, come down through your Son into the fullness of this
font, so that all who have been buried with Christ by Baptism into death may rise again to life with him.
Who lives and reigns forever and ever. All: Amen.

RENUNCIATION OF SIN AND PROFESSION OF FAITH

Dear parents and godparents: Through this Sacrament of Baptism, the child(ren) you have presented is
(are) about to receive from the love of God new life by water and the Holy Spirit.

For your part, you must strive to bring him (her, them) up in the faith, so that this divine life may be
preserved from the contagion of sin, and may grow in him (her, them) day by day.

If your faith makes you ready to accept this responsibility, then, mindful of your own Baptism, renounce
sin and profess faith in Christ Jesus, the faith of the Church, in which children are baptized.

Do you renounce sin, so as to live in the freedom of the children of God? All: | do.
Do you renounce the lure of evil, so that sin may have no mastery over you? All: | do.
Do you renounce Satan, the author and prince of sin? All: | do.

Do you believe in God, the Father almighty, Creator of heaven and earth? All: | do.

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord, who was born of the Virgin Mary, suffered death
and was buried, rose again from the dead, and is seated at the right hand of the Father? All: | do.

Do you believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of
sins, the resurrection of the body, and life everlasting? All: | do.

This is our faith. This is the faith of the Church. We are proud to profess it in Christ Jesus our Lord. All:
Amen.

BAPTISM

Is it your will, therefore, that N. should receive Baptism in the faith of the Church, which we have all
professed with you?

Parents and godparents: It is.

N., | baptize you in the name of the Father, / and of the Son, / and of the Holy Spirit. (Repeat for each
child.)

All: Blessed be God, who chose you in Christ.
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EXPLANATORY RITES

ANOINTING AFTER BAPTISM

Almighty God, the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, has freed you from sin, given you new birth by water
and the Holy Spirit, and joined you to his people. He now anoints you with the Chrism of salvation, so that
you may remain members of Christ, Priest, Prophet, and King, unto eternal life. All: Amen.

Then the celebrant anoints the child on the crown of the head with the sacred chrism, in silence.

‘CLOTHING WITH THE WHITE GARMENT

N. (Dear children), you have become a new creation and have clothed yourself (yourselves) in Christ. May
this white garment be a sign to you of your Christian dignity. With your family and friends to help you by
word and example, bring it unstained into eternal life. All: Amen.

‘ HANDING ON OF A LIGHTED CANDLE

The celebrant then takes the paschal candle and says:

Receive the light of Christ.

One member from the family lights a candle for the child from the paschal candle.

Parents and godparents, this light is entrusted to you to be kept burning brightly, so that your child(ren),
enlightened by Christ, may walk always as a child (as children) of the light and, persevering in the faith,
may run to meet the Lord when he comes with all the Saints in the heavenly court.

All: Baptized in Christ, you are clothed with Christ, alleluia, alleluia.

EPHPHETHA
The celebrant touches the ears and mouth of each child with his thumb, saying:

May the Lord Jesus, who made the deaf to hear and the mute to speak, grant that you may soon
receive his word with your ears and profess the faith with your lips, to the glory and praise of God
the Father. All: Amen. (Repeat for each child.)

LORD’S PRAYER

The celebrant, standing before the altar, addresses the parents and godparents and all present in these or similar words:

Dear brothers and sisters, this child (these children) reborn through baptism are now called a child
(children) of God, for so indeed he (she) is (they are).

Through Confirmation he (she, they) will receive the fullness of the Holy Spirit and, approaching the altar
of the Lord, he (she, they) will share at the table of his sacrifice, and will call upon God as Father in the
midst of the Church. Now in his (her, their) name(s), and in a spirit of adoption as sons and daughters,
which we have all received, let us pray together as the Lord taught us.

All: Our Father, who art in heaven, hallowed be thy name; thy kingdom come, thy will be done on
earth as it is inheaven. Give us this day our daily bread; and forgive us our trespasses as we forgive
those who trespass against us; and lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil.
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| BLESSING AND DISMISSAL

Then the celebrant blesses the mother, holding her child in her arms, the father, and all those
present, saying:

The Lord God Almighty, through his Son, born of the Virgin Mary, brings joy to all Christian mothers
as the hope of eternal life shines forth upon their children. May he graciously bless the mother(s) of
this child (these children), so that, as she now gives (they now give) thanks for the gift of her child
(their children), she (they) may always remain united with him (her, them) in thanksgiving, in Christ
Jesus our Lord. All: Amen.

May the Lord God Almighty, the giver of life both in heaven and on earth, bless the father(s) of this
child (these children) so that, together with his wife (their wives), they may, by word and example,
prove to be the first withess of the faith to their child(ren), in Christ Jesus our Lord. All: Amen.

May the Lord God Almighty, who by water and the Holy Spirit has given new birth into eternal life,
abundantly bless the faithful here present, that always and everywhere they may be active
members of his people; and may he bestow his peace on all who are here, in Christ Jesus our Lord.
All: Amen.

May almighty God bless you, the Father, the Son, + and the Holy Spirit. All: Amen.
Go in peace.

All: Thanks be to God.

After the blessing, if circumstances suggest, a suitable canticle that expresses paschal joy and thanksgiving or the Canticle of
the Blessed Virgin Mary, the Maghnificat, may be sung by all.

Where it is the custom to bring the baptized infant to the altar of the Blessed Virgin Mary, this custom should be appropriately
retained.
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RITE OF MATRIMONYXI

EXHORTATION BEFORE MARRIAGE

From the 1962 Roman Ritual

My dear friends: You are about to enter upon a union which is most sacred and most serious. It is most
sacred, because established by God himself. By it, he gave to man a share in the greatest work of
creation, the work of the continuation of the human race. And in this way he sanctified human love and
enabled man and woman to help each other live as children of God, by sharing a common life under his
fatherly care.

Because God himself is thus its author, marriage is of its very nature a holy institution, requiring of those
who enter into it a complete and unreserved giving of self. But Christ our Lord added to the holiness of
marriage an even deeper meaning and a higher beauty. He referred to the love of marriage to describe
his own love for his Church, that is, for the people of God whom he redeemed by his own blood. And so
he gave to Christians a new vision of what married life ought to be, a life of self-sacrificing love like his
own. It is for this reason that his apostle, St. Paul, clearly states that marriage is now and for all time to
be considered a great mystery, intimately bound up with the supernatural union of Christ and the
Church, which union is also to be its pattern.

This union, then, is most serious, because it will bind you together for life in a relationship so close and
so intimate, that it will profoundly influence your whole future. That future, with its hopes and
disappointments, its successes and its failures, its pleasures and its pains, its joys and its sorrows, is
hidden from your eyes. You know that these elements are mingled in every life, and are to be expected in
your own. And so not knowing what is before you, you take each other for better or for worse, for richer or
for poorer, in sickness and in health, until death.

Truly, then, these words are most serious. It is a beautiful tribute to your undoubted faith in each other,
that recognizing their full import, you are, nevertheless, so willing and ready to pronounce them. And
because these words involve such solemn obligations, it is most fitting that you rest the security of your
wedded life upon the great principle of self-sacrifice. And so you begin your married life by the voluntary
and complete surrender of your individual lives in the interest of that deeper and wider life which you are
to have in common. Henceforth you will belong entirely to each other; you will be one in mind, one in
heart, and one in affections. And whatever sacrifices you may hereafter be required to make to preserve
this mutual life, always make them generously. Sacrifice is usually difficult and irksome. Only love can
make it easy, and perfect love can make it a joy. We are willing to give in proportion as we love. And
when love is perfect, the sacrifice is complete. God so loved the world that he gave, his only-begotten
Son, and the Son so loved us that he gave himself for our salvation. "Greater love than this no man hath,
that a man lay down his life for his friends."

No greater blessing can come to your married life than pure conjugal love, loyal and true to the end. May,
then, this love with which you join your hands and hearts today never fail, but grow deeper and stronger
as the years go on. And if true love and the unselfish spirit of perfect sacrifice guide your every action,
you can expect the greatest measure of earthly happiness that may be allotted to man in this vale of
tears. The rest is in the hands of God.

THE NUPTIAL BLESSING

After the “Our Father,” the prayer “Deliver us” is omitted. The priest, standing and facing the bride and bridegroom, invokes
upon them God’s blessing, which is never omitted.

The priest, with hands joined, calls upon those present to pray:

Dear brothers and sisters, / let us humbly pray to the Lord / that on these his servants, now married in
Christ, / he may mercifully pour out / the blessing of his grace / and make of one heart in love / (by the
Sacrament of Christ's Body and Blood) / those he has joined by a holy covenant.
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Then the priest, with hands extended over the bride and bridegroom, continues:

O God, who by your mighty power / created all things out of nothing, / and, when you had set in place /
the beginnings of the universe, / formed man and woman in your own image, / making the woman an
inseparable helpmate to the man, / that they might no longer be two, but one flesh, / and taught that
what you were pleased to make one / must never be divided;

O God, who consecrated the bond of marriage / by so great a mystery / that in the wedding covenant you
foreshadowed / the Sacrament of Christ and his Church;

O God, by whom woman is joined to man / and the companionship they had in the beginning / is
endowed with the one blessing / not forfeited by original sin / nor washed away by the flood. / Look now
with favor on these your servants, / joined together in marriage, / who ask to be strengthened by your
blessing.

Send down on them the grace of the Holy Spirit / and pour your love into their hearts, / that they may
remain faithful in the marriage covenant. / May the grace of love and peace / abide in your daughter N.,
/ and let her always follow the example of those holy women / whose praises are sung in the Scriptures.

May her husband entrust his heart to her, / so that, acknowledging her as his equal / and his joint heir
to the life of grace, / he may show her due honor / and cherish her always / with the love that Christ has
for his Church.

And now, Lord, we implore you: / may these your servants / hold fast to the faith and keep your
commandments; / made one in the flesh, / may they be blameless in all they do; / and with the strength
that comes from the Gospel, / may they bear true witness to Christ before all; / (may they be blessed
with children, / and prove themselves virtuous parents, / who live to see their children's children).

And grant that, / reaching at last together the fullness of years / for which they hope, / they may come to
the life of the blessed / in the Kingdom of Heaven. / Through Christ our Lord.

OFFICE OF THE DEAD (28.2.2)

WHAT IS THE OFFICE OF THE DEAD?

The Church echoes with chants from ancient times. The Office of the Dead is taken from the Liturgy of the Hours. This form of
prayer began with the desert monks in the second century. They prayed all 150 psalms within a short period. In time the lay
faithful wanted to pray in the same way but couldn’t afford hand-copied Bibles. By the tenth century, the form of praying all
150 psalms for the lay faithful became the 150 beads of the Rosary. This service is an echo of that ancient prayer. It is the
origin of the Rosary. Today the Liturgy of the Hours, also called the Divine Office, is prayed by all priests and an increasing
number of lay faithful. This prayer is so important that it is called the “Prayer of the Church.” It is a liturgy, which means that
when it is celebrated by the faithful led by a priest the entire Church, the body of Christ, is praying with it. In this prayer the
congregation “dialogues” with one another from the right to the left. This dialogue is seen by the Church as the dialogue of
Christ, the bridegroom, with the Church, his bride.

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SUMMARY OF NORMS AND GRANTS PERTAINING TO INDULGENCES

THE FOUR GENERAL GRANTS OF INDULGENCES (P. 31-46)

A partial indulgence is granted to the Christian faithful who perform any of the following actions:

1. Raising the mind to God with humble trust when performing one's duties and bearing life's difficulty, and
adding, at least mentally, some pious invocation.

2. Devoting oneself or one's goods compassionately in a spirit of faith to the service of one's brothers and
sisters in need.

3. Freely abstaining in a spirit of penance from something licit and pleasant.

4. Freely giving open witness to one's faith before others in particular circumstances of everyday life.

CONDITIONS FOR GAINING A PARTIAL INDULGENCE (#N17)

Partial indulgences can be acquired as often as one desires. To gain a partial indulgence, one must do the following. These
are “the usual conditions” for receiving a partial indulgence:

Be in a state of grace (free of mortal sin) and not excommunicated.
Have a contrite heart for even venial sin.

Intend to receive the indulgence.

Perform the prescribed action of the indulgence.

CONDITIONS FOR GAINING A PLENARY INDULGENCE (#N18-#N20)

Plenary indulgences can be acquired only once each day for the same work (unless one is at the moment before death, in
which case one may acquire the Apostolic Pardon). Plenary indulgences are much more demanding than partial indulgences,
for they require one to do these “usual conditions” for receiving a plenary indulgence:

1. Have the intention of gaining the indulgence.

2. Receive sacramental confession within a reasonable amount of time (within one month) of the indulgence.
A single sacramental confession suffices for gaining several plenary indulgences.

3. Receive Eucharistic communion on the same day as the indulgence.

4. Pray for the intention of the Sovereign Pontiff. The condition of praying for the intention of the Sovereign Pontiff
is fully satisfied by reciting one Our Father and one Hail Mary; nevertheless, each one is free to recite any other
prayer according to his piety and devotion.

5. Itis further required that all attachment to sin, even venial sin, be absent. If the latter disposition is in any way

less than perfect or if the prescribed three conditions are not fulfilled, the indulience will be partial only.

A plenary indulgence is granted to the faithful who piously assist at celebrations on days universally designated to foster certain
religious intentions (promotion of priestly and religious vocations, pastoral care of the sick and infirm, strengthening the profession
of faith in young people, and assisting others to lead a holy life, etc.); and a partial indulgence may be granted to those who pray
for these same intentions.

GRADUAL PSALMS (9.2)
The pious recitation of a Gradual Psalm (Psalms 119-133) is a partial indulgence.
PENITENTIAL PSALMS (9.2)

The pious recitation of a Penitential Psalm (Psalms 6, 32, 38, 51, 102, 130, & 143) is a partial indulgence.
